® The health care reform legislation did not include a public health insurance option.
Thete is also concern over funding for private disproportionate share hospitals.
Funding for the Children’s Health Insurance Progtam (CHIP) was included as well as
a requirement to maintain eligibility levels until 2019.

State Issues
o California’s legislators have been moving forward with budget hearings.

¢ The California Department of Health Care Services (DHCS) is conducting public
hearings to gather facts about concepts for the next Section 1115 Waiver.

Mt. Kahn added that the gubernatorial election will probably greatly affect the progress
of the 1115 Waiver activities. Chances of a delay in implementing a new waiver concept
seem high. Extension of the cutrent waiver is likely; a real problem for the organizations
which depend upon funding through that 1115 Waiver program.

It was suggested that California’s leadership at this time on the 1115 Waiver could help
other states in developing their programs.

Mz. Kahn recognized the work of Cherie Fields on the drug rebate equalization
legislation.
